QUIEN DECIS QUE SOY YO? (Lc 9,18-24)

No es extrafio que la vida y la obra de Jesus hubiese
estado acompafiado en todo momento por esta
pregunta: Quién es éste?. El misterio de su identidad,
que sera estudiado e investigado por todos los grandes
tedlogos, sin nunca comprenderlo plenamente, fue
intuido, a su modo, por las gentes sencillas que vieron
y escucharon directamente a Jesus.

Cada vez que el pueblo humilde oia su mensaje,
cargado de novedad y esperanza, expresaba su admira-
cion preguntando espontaneamente: ¢ quién es éste que
dice y hace tales maravillas. Ciertamente Jesus no pas6
desapercibido. EI mayor problema que tuvo siempre fue
hacer comprender rectamente su misterio personal y
el sentido exacto de su misién.

El interés y el esfuerzo por penetrar en el misterio de
la personalidad de Jesus ha sido una constante en
la historia religiosa de occidente. Los planteamientos
y enfoques cristologicos han sido muy diversos. Unos
resaltan su fuerza atractiva y su capacidad de liderazgo
social; otros su talento critico, inconformista y otros
la sublimidad y universalidad de su mensaje; otros su
capacidad de entrega, humildad y sufrimiento; otros su
coherencia y equilibrio entre el decir y el hacer; otros su
profundidad religiosa y trascendente en relacion con
su Padre. Todos ellos son aspectos verdaderos, pero
parciales. Ninguno de ellos debe tener la pretension de
agotar la identidad de Jesus o definirlo cabalmente.
